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APPENDIX 7: Technical details on simulation models (ARC/INFO and SPANS) 

The initial implementation of the simulation models in both systems require the use of 

AUTOCAD. AUTOCAD is the environment where the transport network layout is digitilized, 

giving every mode of transport a different LAYER. POLYLINE is the basic element employed in 

AUTOCAD to represent features, though it can always split into LINES and POINTS, whenever 

they are necessary. The final stage in AUTOCAD involves defining a DXF file, which is the 

format suitable for conversions to other systems. 

Despite the fact that SPANS and ARC/INFO are quite similar systems in essence, both 

have their commands and distinctive features. Therefore, they must be treated separately from now 

on. 

а. SPANS 

1. The DXF file from AUTOCAD is converted into a SPANS vtx file by means of the command 

TRANSFORM/IMPORT. Then, the new map is scaled with the function REFERENCE. 

2. A second stage requires the definition of a network from the vector file following the command 

TRANSFORM/DATA TYPES/VECTOR TO/NETWORK. 

3. The length of segments between each pair of points (NODES), also known as ARCS, is 

calculated by ANALYZE/VECTOR/ADD GEOMETRY. 

4. The result of all these processes is a table containing an identification number every ARC 

including its length, which is a linear distance. 

5. If distance is not the variable required for the models, the ARC length needs to be converted 

to other value by means of table managing. The aim is the creation of a new column in the table 

with a constant (e.g. SPEED, COST) attached to each ARC according to the mode of transport that 

they belong, which is identified by the LAYER from AUTOCAD. 

б. A defined equation (e.g. SPEED, COST) serves to multiply the ARC length for the appropiate 

constant providing a new value in another column (e.g. total time consumption, transport cost). An 
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example of an equation for time consumption used in the present application appears below:

7. Then, the simulation is run by the command MODEL/NETWORK/SHORTEST PATH, which 

requires the following inputs. 

Vector file id: vtx / top 

Window 

Classification 

Node file: .tbb 

It is the output file which will contain the classified distances from a single node to all the others. 

Attribute file: .tbb 

It is the file containing the 'length' or arc cost. 

File for arc cost: 

It is a column from the attribut file including the arc value to be used (e.g. distance, time 

consumption, trasnport cost). 

Once all these fields are completed, the simulation should be initialised from a starting 

node. Then, a spanning tree is generated to calculate the shortest routes between this original node 

and the remaining ones in the network. The results will appear in the node file defined (.tbb). 

8. Since the contour maps are the desired outcome of the simulations, it is necessary to convert the 

values obtained from NETWORK to POINTS with TRANSFORM/DATA TYPES/SHORTEST 

PATH TO POINTS. But it is required to fill the following inputs. 

Vector file id: 

Arc cost table:

Shortest path node file: 

Node field: 

Stepwidth: distance between interpolated points

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9. The resulting output point file contains the adequate values for creating contours by means of 

TRANSFORM/DATA TYPES/ POINT TO MAP/CONTOURNING. 

10. Finally, the contour is overlayed by an outline map that provides a more accurate image. 

A sample of this application for Roman Britain is included in Carreras [1994], where three 

thematic maps (i.e. distance, time consumption, transport cost) are defined from three different 

locations (i.e. Colchester, Oxford, English Channel) resulting in a total of 9 contour maps in 

SPANS. 
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b. ARC/INFO 

1. The DXF file from AUTOCAD is converted into an ARC/INFO coverage with the command 

DXFARC, and afterwards the attributes are defined.

2. The LAYER defined in AUTOCAD was included as part of the information in the .acode file, 

which was combined with the ARCS file (.aat). Therefore, the transport costs could be easily 

attached to every ARC according to the LAYER, and then multiplied by its length to create another 

field with the partial arc cost. These processes required table managing and the following 

commands: 

SELECT, ASELECT, NSELECT, RESELECT

All these steps were undertakento create the adequate fields and values for every ARC in 

the trasnport network. 

3. Apart from ARCS, NODES were the other features present in the network. First of all, they 

were important as initial points in the simulations. Secondly, a charge was added up as handling 

expense to the total cost when the transport mode changed at particular nodes. This second 

application required to select all the NODES connecting different modes of transport by means of 

UNSPLIT to generate a TURN table (.trn). The TURN table is important for calculating 
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impedances in the simulation, which are given below. 

4. The CENTERS file is the second key element related to NODES, since it contains the 

information on initial points from which the simulation is run. The file is defined with the 

command CREATE, and the records are selected from the original network (SELECT) and copied 

into it (PUT). The CENTERS file structure must contain, at least, the following inputs, which links 

it to the original network. 

ARC# < arc > # 

COV# < coverage > # 

COV-ID < coverage >-id 

SUPPLY < non-zero values > 

The original network must also include a new field DEMAND with non-zero values. 

5. Once this stage is reached, there are all the elements necessary to run the simulation model in 

the modul NETWORK within ARCPLOT. The command used in this case is INTERACTION, and 

its steps are detailed by the following example.

7. Before interpolating the recorded values, it is necessary to convert nodes to points 

(NODEPOINT) and then, define a TIN from them. The command CREATETIN is required for

8. Another two conversions are needed to obtain suitable contour images, which are the expected 

result to produce hardcopies. Thus, the TIN files must be transformed first into LATTICE files, 

and afterwards, into POLYGONS that clusters values according to ranges defined.

9. Once this point is reached, the polygon cover can be manipulated in ARCPLOT in order to 

create an adequate image for the final plot. Colours are defined by POLYGONSHADES, whereas 

legends are created by the group of KEY and TEXT commands. But before all these final 

corrections, the outline of the maps (i.e. Britain, the Roman Empire) must be imposed onto the 

contours created to provide a more clear picture. Thus the background POLYGON of the outline 

is overlayed on the contour map giving it a value 0 as colour symbol.

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APPENDIX 8: Catalogue of Stamps on Dressel 20 

The present catalogue includes all the Dressel 20 stamps published or unpublished, which 

were collected by the author, documented in Roman Britain. However it does not contain any 

unpublished material recorded by Dr.P.P.A.Funari, thus both indexes are complementary. 

Although the statistics use the overall sample of Dressel 20 stamps from Roman Britain', the 

catalogue only illustrates a portion of this sample. 

The catalogue of Dressel 20 stamps was organized according to the scheme developed by 

Dressel [1899], and later followed by Remesal [1986] and Funari [1991]. The system attempts to 

classify the stamps alphabetically on the basis of the possible first surname {nomen) and second one 

(cognomen) or workshop denomination (figlina). Therefore the stamps must be interpreted as one 

of the possibilities below: 

a. Three or more characters defining a tria nomina (i.e. full name), thus the second letter refers 

to the nomen and the third, the cognomen (e.g. ALFO is classified first by L and secondly by FO). 

b. A name normally in genitive representative of the nomen (e.g. SATVRNINI is classified by 

SATVRNINI). 

c. A workshop designation (e.g. FSCIMNIANO is classified by SCIMNIANO since F is an 

abbreviation of figlina). 

The stamps contained in the catalogue are normally attached to textual information and an 

illustration identifying every single specimen. Nevertheless not all the published stamps appeared 

with a respective figure, hence the present index only documents the ones with an available 

Dr.Funari kindly supplied his original information to the current research. 
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illustration obtained from either periodicals or personal rubbings^. They are represented at 1:1 

scale when the stamp was rubbed personally or by Dr.Funari, whose Ogures can be distinguished 

by the abbreviation (F). The remaining illustrations are recognized by an asterisk (*) and in 

general, they did not provide any direct reference to the scale. 

With regards to the textual information of every stamp, there is a general one related to 

the stamp type that appears only with the first example. If a type has many particular variants with 

specific general information, it can be recognized by a lower case letter (a-z) and the first example 

contains related data. As well as this, every individual stamp has its own distinctive data 

corresponding to unique features (e.g. finding place, conservation). The textual information is 

presented in the following sequence: 

a. Number of stamp, followed by the transcription. 

b. Reference to whether the stamp is a new type or not. 

c. Reference to similar stamps published elsewhere. They contain an abbrevaiation of the author's 

name and number in their respective indexes. The catalogues consulted were:
