The earliest defences are those of the military fort (A on uhe section 
drawing) which consist of a ditch and a rampart faced with turf, of which 
the two lowest turves remain in position. This rampart was levelled and 
the ditch deliberately filled in on abandonment of the fort, and a layer 
of clay sealed the whole surface (B). Upon this, successive ramparts were 
raised. The first (C) was probably also faced wih turf and was set further 
eastward than the military rampart. In the section excavated in 1975 no 
trace of this front was discovered, nor was it practical to examine the 
ditch or ditches which completed it and lay even further east. Its inner 
limit seems to have been defined by the heavily silted drainage channel 
(D) cut into its back face. The third and final phase saw the construction 
of the stone wall (E) 2m (6ft 6in) wide which was built into the top of 
this rampart, and had more dumped layers of earth piled against its back 
(F), Only the foundations of this wall remained in this section: the wall 
will have been about 6m (20ft) high, but none of this original height 
now survives,
