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10 GAZETTEER: "CONSUMER' SITES 

10.1 Introduction 

The gazetteer of ' consumer' sites is intended as a guide to 

known collections of medieval pottery and a selection of the later 

material found in South-East England. The list should be used in 

conjunction with the gazetteer of production centres (Section 9.1) 

because the distinction between 'production' sites and 'consumer' 

sites is seldom clearly defined. 'Alien' pottery has been found at 

many production centres, and those sites at which significant 

quantities of this material have been recovered are included in both 

gazetteers. The sixteenth-century kiln excavated at Lower Parrock, 

Hartfield is a good example, included both for its contribution to 

knowledge of pottery production (Section 9.1.6, no. 443) and for the 

recovery of local late medieval wares and sixteenth-century imports 

(Section 10.2.5, no. 1231). 

Entries in the gazetteer range from isolated finds to 

stratified sequences derived from large excavations, and the 

information includes both published and unpublished material. The 

methods adopted for collection and evaluation of the data are outlined 

in Section 2.5. The principal national and county journals have been 

searched for Kent, Surrey and Sussex, and recorded information 

includes those parts of the historic counties of Kent and Surrey now 

subsumed within Greater London. Sites in Hampshire have been included 

ad hoc only where information is relevant to the study of medieval 

ceramics in the other three counties. Sites represented among 

material in most of the museum collections in Kent and Sussex have 

been included, but few unpublished collections from Surrey have been 

examined. 

Bibliographical entries include information available up to 

the autumn of 1984. Generally, therefore, national and county 

periodicals including the issue for 1983 have been searched, whereas 

information from more recent issues of serial publications such as the 

Kent Archaeological Review and the London Archaeologist is also 

included. Some local periodicals such as the Proceedings of the 

Croydon Natural History and Scientific Society were searched in 1976-

77 and have not been examined subsequently. However, significant 

discoveries reported locally are also likely to have been noted in the 

county journals, and important sites are therefore unlikely to have 



been missed. 

Like the gazetteer of production centres, the lists of 

'consumer' sites are arranged according to post-1974 county 

boundaries. Within these areas, the sites are listed alphabetically 

by civil parish or by larger district units (e.g. Worthing) where 

there is no subdivision into civil parishes. Nevertheless, in order 

to identify sites by their generally accepted names, it has proved 

expedient to list certain places in Surrey alphabetically, rather than 

to group them under the large post-1974 districts on the fringes of 

Greater London (e.g. Elmbridge). A consistent policy has been adopted 

for the gazetteer of production centres (Section 9.1.1). Site names 

are shown in Column 1 of the table and the location (civil parish or 

district etc.) appears in Column 2. 

Sites can be located on a map using information in Columns 

3 and 4. 6- or 8-figure National Grid References (Column 3) are 

included where published information is available; otherwise the 

general location is defined by a 4-figure grid reference, usually 

obtained from the Bartholomew Gazetteer of Great Britain (Mason 1977). 

Reference numbers in Column 4 of the table appear on the location maps 

(Figs. 10.1-8) unless the town or village is identified on the map by 

its initial letter. The same numbers also provide a means of cross-

reference with more detailed information in the archive files (Fig. 

2.9). 

Codes signifying an evaluation of the data by period appear 

in Columns 5 to 16. Chronological divisions are as follows: 

5 Tenth/early eleventh century 

6 Mid-/late eleventh century 

7 Early/mid-twelfth century 

8 Late twelfth/early thirteenth century 

9 Mid-thirteenth/mid-fourteenth century 

10 Late fourteenth/mid-fifteenth century 

11 Late fifteenth/early to mid-sixteenth century 

12 Late sixteenth/early seventeenth century 

13 Mid/late seventeenth century 

14 Post-1700 

15 Not specified (medieval) 

16 Not specified (post-medieval) 

These periods are the same as those adopted for evaluation of the 

evidence for pottery manufacture (Section 2.4) and they have been 

selected to correspond with broad trends in the ceramic development of 



the region. Moreover, certain divisions correspond with documented 

sequences recurring at several sites, notably post-Conquest horizons 

at mid-/late eleventh century castles; similar horizons associated 

with military works attributed to the reign of Stephen in the twelfth 

century; and dissolution debris occurring on monastic sites in the 

early/mid-sixteenth century. 

Evaluation of the data for each period is based on criteria 

set out in Section 2.5, and this information has been used to compile 

the period maps (Figs. 2.14-22). Each period represented among a 

ceramic assemblage has been assigned a two-letter code. The first 

character denotes the type of site (A-K), while the second character 

signifies an evaluation of the ceramic evidence (T-Z). Types of site 

have been recorded as follows: 

A Cathedral; ecclesiastical palace 

B Church; chapel 

C Monastic establishment 

D Royal palace 

E Castle; fortification 

F Moated site; manor; country house 

G Town 

H Village; hamlet 

I Farm; isolated rural scatter 

J Industrial site 

K Not known/other 

These categories are similar to the classification adopted for many 

years in the annual summaries of fieldwork published in Medieval 

Archaeology and Post-Medieval Archaeology. Broad divisions such as 

these may be inappropriate for the precise identification of site 

functions, but they do offer a viable means of differentiating ceramic 

assemblages. Moreover, the categories adopted here are compatible 

with those used for compilation of the Medieval Pottery Research Group 

Bibliography. 

The ceramic evidence from these sites is classified as 

follows I 

T Stratified group (examined) 

V Stratified group (published; not examined) 

W Reliable group (examined) 

X Reliable group (published; not examined) 

Y Small group; casual find 

Z Unpublished material; not examined 



Definitions are given in Section 2.4, but it should be stressed here 

that 'published' material refers only to definitive pottery reports -

whether printed or appearing on microfiche. Thus, many of the sites 

are mentioned in published summaries but for the purposes of 

classification they are deemed 'unpublished' until the 'final' report 

has appeared. In a growing number of cases, however, it has become 

necessary to extend the defintion of 'publication' to include printed 

synopses relating to recognised information archives. Examples of 

this occur among small excavations conducted by the Canterbury 

Archaeological Trust and similar organisations. 

Not all of the assemblages have been coded, but revisions 

to the list can be made using the defined criteria as more information 

becomes available. In cases where published references concerning the 

amount of pottery are unclear, these assemblages have been classified 

as 'small groups' in the belief that it is more appropriate to under-

value the significance of a collection than to over-estimate its 

reliability. In their present form, therefore, the lists are likely 

to under-estimate the number of 'reliable groups'. Likewise, the 

symbol has been adopted when pottery can be inferred from the 

account of an excavation (e.g. '14th-century ditch fill'), but where 

there is no specific reference to medieval ceramics. These sites have 

not, however, been plotted on the period maps (Figs. 2.14-22). 

The intention when compiling the gazetteer has been to list 

all known collections of medieval pottery irrespective of their size 

or significance. A small proportion of these has been examined in 

detail and an even smaller number have been selected for thin-section 

analysis. Nevertheless, evaluation of all the available data is 

intended to enable informed assessment of research priorities on a 

geographical and chronological basis. The adoption of two-letter 

codes in pre-determined information categories offers the potential 

for computerisation. 

The source of information used to evaluate the ceramic 

assemblages i s shown in Column 17 of the county tables. Space does 

not permit the inclusion of both publication and museum details for 

each entry; this is included in a separate archive retained by the 

writer (Pig. 2.9). Priority on the table has been accorded to any 

form of published reference - whether a definitive pottery report or a 

short excavation summary. In the case of specialist reports, the name 

of the specialist contributor rather than the author of the excavation 

report is cited. Published references usually give details either of 



the location of the finds or of the organisation responsible for the 

fieldwork. These sources appear in the bibliography (Section 14). 

Unpublished material, however, is identified on the tables by the 

relevant museum accession number (if known) or by the name of an 

individual fieldworker in whose custody the material remains. Double 

entries apply to the small number of instances when a private 

collection is known to have been passed to a museum since the material 

was examined. 

The gazetteers have been compiled using diverse sources, 

yet this cannot be considered as a definitive catalogue. Information 

about sites and collections of medieval ceramics which have been 

omitted will be gratefully received. 

10.2 OF 'CONSUMER' SITES 

The tables are arranged alphabetically within post-1974 

counties. The key map (Pig. 10.1) indicates the coverage of each area 

at a larger scale (Figs. 10.2-8).

11.1 GAZETTEER : MEDIEVAL AND LATER MARKETS AND FAIRS IN SOUTH-

EAST ENGLAND 

11.1.1 Introduction 

list of medieval and later markets and fairs summarizes 

evidence from numerous different sources and may contain minor 

inaccuracies which could only be corrected by a complete reassessment 

of the primary sources. Nevertheless, it is essential that the data 

should be presented systematically so that the information used for 

maps and general conclusions in Sections 1.5, 5.4 and 5.3 can be 

reassessed as the need arises. 

The arrangement of the gazetteer follows a standard format 

with column numbers referring to the headings shown in the key. The 

name of the market or fair is followed by a four-figure grid reference 

to assist with identification on the location map (Fig. 11.1). Dates 

of the charter and its confirmation are given in Columns 3 to 5. Much 

of this information is derived from the Index of Markets and Fairs 

formerly held in the Round Room at the Public Record Office, Chancery 

Lane. This index contains the reference numbers which have been cited 

here (Column 9) for completeness. Further details given in Columns 6 

to 8 have been added from secondary sources, but where no further 

information is available, the presence of a market or fair is denoted 

by an asterisk in Columns 7 & 8. 

The secondary sources consulted most frequently are listed 

in Columns 10 to 21. Here, an asterisk denotes that information 

concerning a particular market or fair has been obtained from that 

publication. Some of these sources are county histories or guides 

containing lists of post-medieval markets; others are books or 

articles concerned wholly or in part with medieval and later markets. 

Hasted (1797-1801) contains much useful information about medieval 

markets in Kent, but the absence of a comprehensive subject index 

presents problems when searching for references. Other works which 

have been consulted during compilation of the list are shown in Column 

2 2 . 

In order to be compatible with data concerning pottery 

production and distribution (Sections 9.1 & 10), the list of markets 
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and fairs has be&n arranged according to modern county boundaries. In 

the case of Greater London, however, the historic county is denoted by 

K(ent) or (S)urrey, and the lists for these counties have been 

numbered and annotated as a means of cross-reference. In Sussex, the 

East and West divisions are combined in a single list annotated (E) 

and (W) as appropriate. 

Several inaccuracies in the published sources have been 

encountered while compiling the list but these have been corrected 

where possible. Despite the absence of a comprehensive review of the 

primary sources, however, the gazetteer can be regarded as 

sufficiently accurate for the purposes of mapping and analysis to 

which the evidence has been put.

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11.2 MEDIEVAL MARKETS AND FAIRS IN THE SOUTH OF ENGLAND 

11.2.1 Introduction 

The markets and fairs in this gazetteer have been plotted 

on the maps in Section 8.2. The information presented here is in the 

from of a checklist to indicate the evidence which has been included 

on the maps. 

Information comes principally from the Index of Markets & 

Fairs in the Public Record Office. Further details have not been 

sought from either the primary or secondary sources. Some areas such 

as Essex and Buckinghamshire (Britnell 1981; Reed 1978) are known to 

have been studied intensively, but rather than presenting more 

detailed information for one county than for the others it was decided 

to maintain uniformity by confining the material to a single source 

for all of these counties. 

The only exception to this policy has been for the eastern 

half of Hampshire which appears on the maps in Sections 1.5, 5.4 and 

6.3, in conjunction with the more intensively studied counties of the 

main survey area. The western fringes of these maps have benefitted 

from the work of Mr P. Stamper who has generously shared the results 

of his own research into medieval markets in Hampshire. 

As in Section 11.1, the entries are arranged according to 

post-1974 county boundaries. Thus they are compatible with the 

details in the gazetteer of pottery production centres (Section 9.2) 

which includes this area.

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11.3 GAZETTEER : MEDIEVAL SETTLEMENTS IN SOUTH-EAST ENGLAND 

11.3.1 Introduction 

The gazetteer of medieval settlements serves two functions. 

Firstly, it offers a means of assessing, albeit in general terms, the 

proportion of known medieval settlements in the region which have so 

far yielded ceramic assemblages from excavation and fieldwork. 

Moreover the lists and location maps (Figs. 11.2-7) provide a basis 

for the systematic selection of sites where fieldwork in the future 

could help to answer specific questions about the marketing of 

medieval ceramics, especially on the fringes of distribution zones 

whose broad limits have already been defined. Secondly, the collation 

of evidence for medieval settlement in South-East England is essential 

to an understanding of potential demand in the hinterlands of known 

and inferred centres of pottery production. The tables not only 

provide information about the spatial distribution of known 

settlements, but they also serve as a guide to the relative (economic 

?) significance of each centre by examining the 'urban' attributes 

such as burghal status, markets and indications of planned topography. 

Imperfect survival and discovery of the archaeological evidence 

hinders assessment of the competition between different workshops, but 

systematic mapping of known settlements provides a sufficiently 

reliable framework within which ideas about the marketing of medieval 

ceramics can be tested. Despite its imperfections, our knowledge of 

medieval settlement is more comprehensive than for any earlier period. 

These themes are considered more fully in Sections 1.4 and 

5.2. However, it would be inappropriate in a general discussion to 

consider the limitations and methods of assessing individual sources. 

This introduction therefore serves as a guide to the information used 

in compiling the tables. 

The nucleus of the gazetteer is derived from two major 

works of synthesis: the Domesday Gazetteer (Darby & Versey 1975) and 

the Lay Subsidy of 1334 (Glasscock 1975). In both cases, however, it 

has been necessary to restructure the information and to incorporate 

additional data in order to suit the needs of this survey. A 

straightforward alphabetical presentation by county has been adopted 

for comparison with the gazetteers of pottery production and 

distribution. However, in order to maintain consistency with the 

original sources the material is listed under the historic counties. 
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rather than according to post-1974 boundaries. As with the other 

gazetteers (Sections 9.1.3, 9.4.3 and 11.4), coverage of Hampshire is 

confined to eastern half of county in order to provide the 

information needed for comparisons with West Sussex and Surrey. 

Places mentioned in Domesday Book are indicated by an 

asterisk in the appropriate column of the table on the basis of 

information drawn exclusively from the published lists (Darby & Versey 

1975). Four-figure grid references have been added to assist with 

identification on the location maps. Similar designations using an 

asterisk have been included for the Nomina Villarum; the Lay Subsidies 

of 1296, 1327, 1332 and 1334; the Textus Roffensis and Domesday 

Monarchorum; and the Taxatio Ecclesiastica or Taxation of Pope 

Nicholas IV (TPN). 

The Nomina Villarum (1316) was used for assessing the 

provision of one man-at-arms from all villages in the realm, excluding 

cities, boroughs and the royal demesne (Feudal Aids 1899, xxiii-xxiv). 

The list is therefore not exhaustive but it is a most valuable 

supplement to the evidence from the Lay Subsidies, especially in Kent 

where individual vills are not identified in the Lay Subsidy Rolls. 

Information has been drawn from the printed texts, which, like the Lay 

Subsidy records, are arranged by county and Hundred (Hampshire: Feudal 

Aids 1901, 306-323; Kent: Feudal Aids 1904, 9-19; Surrey: Feudal Aids 

1908, 106-111; Sussex: ibid. 132-143). The original spellings of 

place-names have been substituted for modern forms, identifications 

being based on the names cited by Darby and Versey (1975) and by 

Glasscock (1975), supplemented from local topographical information. 

A '?' instead of an asterisk denotes doubt about the identification of 

a medieval place-name with its modern equivalent. 

In the words of Professor Beresford (1963, 10), the parish 

taxes of 1371 and 1428, 

'taken together with the lists of vills in the ordinary 

Subsidy accounts and the list of vills (Nomina Villarum) 

compiled for the Exchequer in 1316 ... afford the raw 

materials for a topographical dictionary or gazetteer of 

medieval settlement' 

For the present purpose, however, which is concerned with the 

identification of individual settlements irrespective of their size, 

the Poll Tax returns based on the parish unit are less useful than 

those of the Lay Subsidies for which the vill was the unit of 

taxation. No county has a complete record of the returns for all

years in which taxes were levied, but the 1334 assessment, coinciding 

with a change in the method of collection, constitutes one of the most 

complete records. With the exception of Kent, for which the Hundred 

rather than the vill represented the unit of taxation, the lists 

published by Glasscock (1975) cover all the counties in the survey 

area. Six-figure grid references included in the gazetteer have been 

taken from these published lists, but there has been no attempt to 

identify lost place-names. The Lay Subsidy rolls for Sussex in 1296, 

1327 and 1332, and for Surrey in 1332 are also accessible in published 

form (Hudson 1910; Willard & Johnson 1932). These include many 

additional minor settlements which have been included in the 

gazetteer. As with the Nomina Villarum, the modern forms of these 

place-names are not always identifiable, but notes accompanying the 

published Sussex Subsidies have assisted with identifications. 

(Hudson 1910, xxviii-xxxvii) . It is not clear what determined the 

selection of a particular settlement as a unit of taxation, and the 

Cinque Ports were exempt altogether. Comparisons between the 

different rolls show that some of the places occur in one year but not 

in others. Clearly, therefore, as far as settlement studies are 

concerned, this information can only be used effectively in 

conjunction with other sources. 

The presence of a church offers a convenient means of 

discriminating between the more important settlements and minor 

hamlets mentioned in the tax returns. Such an approach, however, is 

not entirely reliable because the relics of former ecclesiastical 

organisation may have persisted long after a new or expanded 

settlement had grown, perhaps at the expense of its parent parish 

centre. Nevertheless, for the purpose of assessing general trends in 

the density of medieval settlement, the existence of a church or 

chapel implies the presence of a congregation whose members would also 

have been potential customers for a medieval craftsman. In these 

broad terms it is of little consequence whether the population served 

by a particular church was dispersed in outlying farmsteads or lived 

in a nucleated settlement. Our concern is with the density of those 

settlements - whether nucleated or dispersed - which had a population 

large enough to require a church or chapel. 

It is not possible to compile a full list of medieval 

churches and chapels from either documentary or topographical evidence 

alone. Both types of evidence must be used, and even then the pattern 

is inevitably incomplete. The Textus Roffensis covering the Diocese 
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of Rochester and compiled c.1115, together with the Domesday 

Monarchorum for Canterbury Diocese probably dating from c.1070 provide 

between them a unique list of those churches in Kent which date from 

the eleventh century or earlier. Identifications in the gazetteer 

denoted 'TR' or 'DM' as appropriate have been drawn from published 

texts (Ward 1932;1933) and grid references have been determined where 

possible. However, there has been no attempt to identify lost or 

doubtful place-names. 

For the later medieval period, the Taxatio Ecclesiastica 

constitutes another documentary source for the identification of 

churches and chapels. Compiled in c.1291, these ecclesiastical 

taxation returns were prepared after Pope Nicholas IV had authorized 

collection of a tithe in 1289 on the understanding that Edward I would 

embark upon a crusade within three years (Graham 1929, 280-1). The 

text published by the Record Commission in 1802 includes churches and 

chapels in all counties within the survey area. However, there were 

significant exemptions from taxation. Benefices not exceeding six 

marks were exempt if the rectors held no other living and unless they 

were appropriated to religious houses. Some such churches are 

mentioned in other lists covering the Dioceses of Canterbury and 

Winchester (Graham 1929, 298-9), but these have not been included in 

the gazetteer. Likewise, unnamed chapels have not been identified. 

Thus, although variations in the returns 'preclude an exact 

calculation of the number of parishes and vicarages in a county or 

diocese' (ibid., 298), records of the Taxatio Ecclesiastica offer a 

useful means of identifying the majority of medieval settlements which 

had a church. They are especially helpful where all traces of the 

building have now vanished. 

Where the buildings themselves survive they not only 

constitute another source of evidence for identifying those medieval 

settlements which possessed a church or chapel but the structural 

history of the church often reflects the fortunes of the settlement. 

Taylor and Taylor (1965) have studied numerous churches which retain 

Saxon features. These are denoted 'S' in the relevant column of the 

tabulation. Buildings in Sussex which are marked '(S)' have Saxon 

features identified by Fisher (1970) but which are not mentioned by 

Taylor and Taylor (ibid.). Volumes in the Buildings of England series 

have been used to locate those churches with extant medieval fabric, 

indicated by 'M' in the gazetteer. 'R' signifies a church which has 

been entirely rebuilt on or near the site of its medieval predecessor 
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(Pevsner & Lloyd 1967; Newman 1976a; ibid. 1976b; Nairn, Pevsner & 

Cherry 1971; Nairn & Pevsner 1965). These lists are undoubtedly 

incomplete, especially in the case of ruined churches, but owing to 

the variable comprehensiveness of County Sites & Monuments Records in 

the region these have not been consulted. Additional information 

about the sites of medieval churches and chapels could doubtless be 

obtained by various means (Morris 1983, chI5) and from searching large 

scale Ordnance Survey maps. However the effort involved in such an 

exercise would not have been justified for the present purpose. 

Taken together, the documentary and topographical evidence 

constitutes a comprehensive list of medieval churches, and therefore 

provides a reliable indication of the principal medieval settlements. 

A clear distinction between the two classes of evidence has been 

maintained, however, because the survival of medieval fabric within 

parish churches is also relevant to studies of building materials 

which are considered in Section 7.7. 

The remaining sections of the settlement gazetteer are 

concerned with the status of towns and larger villages. Although the 

analysis of so-called 'urban attributes' cannot be used to construct a 

definitive settlement hierarchy, this approach does offer a means of 

evaluating systematically the archaeological and documentary evidence 

for urban status (Heighway 1972, 9). Tabulation enables comparisons 

to be made between different settlements. Among the most important 

and easily identifiable of these attributes are markets and fairs, 

borough status, religious houses, castles and town defences. Each of 

these is assigned to a different column in the table, thereby 

illustrating the proportion of known medieval settlements which 

possessed one or more of these features. 

Only the earliest known date of a market (M) or fair (F) is 

given here. Details of subsequent charters will be found in Section 

11.1 where sources of the information are also cited. The 

significance of borough status is questionable, but reliable 

identification of those places which were described as a borough 

remains an important factor when considering the possible urban status 

of medieval settlements. Identifications have been based on the 

handlist prepared by Beresford and Finberg (1973) and on the 

subsequent published addenda (Beresford 1981). Only in the case of 

Uckfield, East Sussex, has information been obtained from an 

independent source (Redwood & Wilson 1958, 76-7), but systematic 

regional research would undoubtedly reveal other examples. 
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Many religious houses were founded in isolated locations, 

and, naturally, these have been excluded from the settlement 

gazetteer. The presence and number of religious houses in a town, 

however, can provide a clue to the size and significance of the 

settlement. Some towns imay ^we their origins to the establishment of 

a monastic community while in others it was the size of the existing 

population which promoted the founding of urban friaries. Entries in 

the gazetteer are confined to abbeys (A), priories (P), friaries (F) 

and hospitals (H), together with the earliest known date of the 

foundation, which is sometimes denoted (before) or '+' (after) 

when the exact date is not known. Information has been obtained from 

published lists of religious houses (Knowles & Hadcock 1953) but when 

there was more than one friary, or in the case of numerous hospitals 

in larger towns, only one entry for the earliest foundation has been 

included in the gazetteer. A more comprehensive list and location map 

will be found in Section 11.4.5. 

Castles, like religious houses, can also indicate the 

relative significance of the larger medieval settlements, especially 

where a seigneurial centre coincides with the economic focus of a 

market. The gazetteer includes the earliest known date of both stone 

(S) and earthwork (E) castles, together with the few later examples 

built of brick (B). Information is based upon details summarised in 

Castellarium Anglicanum (King 1985). Most of the entries, however, 

had already been compiled using local sources including Renn's (1973) 

list of Norman castles, before the long-awaited corpus was available. 

For consistency, however, the distinction between castles (included in 

the gazetteer) and fortified manors (excluded) follows the criteria 

recommended by King (1983, xv-xvi). Town defences - a sure indication 

of urban status - have been identified using information published by 

Turner (1971). As in the case of private fortifications, a 

distinction has been made between defences of earth (E) and stone (S). 

Using the dated evidence of these and other 'urban 

attributes' commentators have sought to estimate the period by which 

particular settlements had achieved urban status. Pioneer assessments 

by Heighway (1972, 64-99) have been modified by more detailed county 

studies in Hampshire (Hughes 1976), Surrey (O'Connell 1977) and Sussex 

(Aldsworth & Freke 1976). Despite intensive archaeological 

investigations at individual centres, however, Kent still lacks an 

adequate published survey of medieval towns. 

Agreement has yet to be achieved about the status of many 
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small towns and market villages, so the dates assigned to 'urban 

origins' in the table are intended merely as an interim statement of 

present opinion. Clearly, any attempt to classify medieval 

settlements and to assess their likely economic significance must take 

account of the substantial number of market villages which possessed 

several features in common with the smaller towns. In the absence of 

extensive excavation, however, it is usually impossible to date 

topographical features such as the market place, planned streets and 

property boundaries. 

Finally, two indicators have been selected as a means of 

assessing the longevity of medieval settlements. Towns which retained 

their market status in c.1500 are denoted by an asterisk, while a 

different column records those rural settlements for which there is 

evidence of desertion (*) or severe shrinkage (S). The list of towns 

c. 1500 is based upon the work of Everitt (1967), and information about 

deserted settlements is derived from records of the Medieval Village 

Research Group and from published regional studies. Details included 

in the printed gazetteers of deserted settlements (Shell in Beresford 

& Hurst 1971, 182-212) have been checked against the most recent 

county lists available from the Medieval Village Research Group. For 

Kent and Sussex the lists are dated 1955 and 1960 respectively, but 

the Surrey list was revised in 1980. Evidence for Kent is unreliable, 

because many so-called deserted settlements seem to have been 

identified solely on the basis of an isolated church (Tatton-Brown 

1977). Nevertheless, there is a more detailed, but unpublished, study 

of deserted settlements on Romney Marsh (Williams 1977). Information 

for East Sussex has been analysed systematically by Burleigh (1973, 

1976), but the promised companion survey of West Sussex has yet to be 

published. The most up-to-date synthesis of deserted medieval 

settlements in Hampshire has appeared in Hughes (1981, 69, fig. 21). 

Clearly, the identification of deserted settlements in the region is 

far from being definitive and continued fieldwork will certainly yield 

new evidence. Rigorous definition of abandoned villages and hamlets 

as opposed to isolated medieval farmsteads, however, can only be 

achieved by reference to documentary sources including taxation 

returns and local records wherever possible. This gazetteer is 

intended to assist with such identifications when fieldwork offers 

additional evidence from pottery scatters. 

There have been significant advances in the assimilation of 

information about medieval settlement during the second half of the 
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1970s and early 1980s. Without the published synthesis of taxation 

data, Domesday place-names and urban topography, it would be 

unrealistic to contemplate a study of ceramic marketing in the context 

of the medieval settlement pattern. Even so, it has been necessary to 

draw the information for this gazetteer from over twenty diverse 

sources. This is a collation of published evidence, and the 

reliability of the data can only be measured in terms of the sources 

from which the gazetteer has been prepared. Documentation such as 

this requires regular reappraisal, and the progress of research 

depends upon systematic presentation of the data from which 

conclusions are drawn.

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11.4 GAZETTEERS : MEDIEVAL AND LATER CASTLES Aim FORTIFICATIONS; 

MOATED SITES; ROYAL HOUSES AND ECCLESIASTICAL PALACES; AND 

RELIGIOUS HOUSES 

11.4.1 Introduction 

Although the greatest demand for medieval ceramics would 

have come from the towns, villages and hamlets listed in the 

settlement gazetteer (Section 11.3), seigneurial residences and 

religious houses were also important centres of consumer demand. 

Those establishments which were situated at the principal towns and 

villages have been listed under the appropriate entry in the 

settlement gazetteer. Nevertheless, studies of ceramic marketing 

necessitate that the geographical distribution of all such sites 

should be examined in relation to known centres of production. 

Moreover, structural sequences, their related stratigraphy and 

documentation at castles and monastic sites often provide the most 

significant source of information for establishing ceramic 

chronologies. 

It is for these two reasons that a synthesis of the 

relevant data has been undertaken. The gazetteers are intended not 

only for the evaluation of consumer demand, but also as a guide to the 

selection of sites which, owing to their geographical location, would 

offer significant potential for future studies of ceramic marketing 

through selective fieldwork and excavation. 

The list of castles and fortifications is based upon 

Castellarium Anglica'num (King 1983). Both the distinction between 

castles and fortified manors and the identification of doubtful sites 

follows King's recommendations (ibid., xv-xvi). The list is arranged 

alphabetically and is accompanied by a location map (Fig. 11.8) 

Moated sites represent a clearly-defined class of field 

monument, yet their precise social significance is seldom understood. 

Ease of identification has attracted numerous excavators, but when 

compared with the gazetteer of pottery finds from 'consumer' sites, 

the list of moats and its accompanying location map (Fig. 11.9) shows 

that while many moated settlements have been 'sampled', there are few 

which have been excavated thoroughly. Information has only been 

obtained from published sources, but sample studies of field-names 

which appear in the Tithe Awards demonstrate the potential of place-

name evidence for locating moats which have been destroyed. For the 
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regional gazetteer, sites in Hampshire and Sussex have been plotted 

from the national distibution map of medieval moats (Aberg 1978, fig. 

1) which is based on records of the Manorial Research Group. More 

specific information for Kent and Surrey has been obtained from 

published lists and their respective addenda (Kent: Tatton-Brown 

1977a; 1978a; Anon 1978; Tatton-Brown 1979a; Surrey: Turner 1977). 

The gazetteer is arranged by county for consistency with the published 

sources, and details of excavations at medieval moated sites shown on 

the maps at Figs. 1.13 and 2.3 are based both on assessments by Le 

Patourel (1978, 38 Fig. 13) and on the information in the gazetteer of 

'consumer' sites (Section 10). 

Maps showing the location of the principal royal houses and 

ecclesiastical palaces have been included to complete the 

documentation for evaluating the chronology and potential demand for 

medieval and later ceramics at seigneurial centres (Figs. 11.10 and 

11.11). Information about royal buildings is based on the History of 

the King's Works (Brown et. al. 1963; Colvin et. al. 1975; 1982) and 

the principal ecclesiastical palaces have been identified from other 

secondary sources (Morewood 1910; Faulkner 1970). 

Finally, medieval religious houses have been considered 

with regard to the dating of ceramics (Section 4.2-3) and for 

assessing regional patterns of demand both pottery (Section 6.2) 

and for ceramic building materials (Section 7.7). The alphabetical 

list is based on published information (Knowles & Hadcock 1953) and is 

accompanied by a location map (Fig. 11.12)

12.1 FABRIC CLASSIFICATION 

12.1.1 Introduction 

The classification of medieval and later pottery fabrics in 

South-East England provides the data from which regional variations in 

ceramic technology and marketing can be identified (see Sections 5 and 

6). The classification is based upon the conventional criteria of 

inclusions, texture and inferred firing conditions indicated by 

colour. Samples selected for thin-sectioning have been classified 

using both traits visible to the naked eye and the evidence of texture 

and inclusions seen under the petrological microscope. Type-sherds 

and their accompanying thin-section sketches were used for direct 

visual comparison when defining the groups. 

The sketches prepared by methods described in Section 3.2.3 

are reproduced here to illustrate the groups which have been 

identified. The sketches represent an area 100mm in diameter drawn 

from an image magnified x50. Thus, with the exception of Fig. 12.16 

(which has a drawn scale), these illustrations reproduce the thin-

section at a scale of approx. 15:1. 

Selection of the samples reflects the objectives and 

limitations of the regional research strategy described in Section 

2.3.2. Owing to the choice of textural analysis for characterisation, 

the majority of samples have been taken from sand-tempered wares. 

Thus, there is no significance in the number of groups identified 

within each of the principal fabric types. Indeed, some groups 

represent the output of a specific production centre or well-defined 

regional type, while other groups of samples illustrate broader 

categories distinguished by their inclusions. All are arranged 

geographically. 

Thirteen principal locally-produced fabrics have been 

recognised as follows:-

A Chalk-tempered wares 

B Shell-tempered wares 

C Shell-/sand-tempered wares 

D Flint-tempered wares 

E Flint-/sand-tempered wares 

F Flint-/chalk-tempered wares 

G Flint-/shell-tempered wares 
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H Plint-/sand-tempered wares with shell 

J Siltstone-/sandstone-tempered wares 

K Sand-tempered wares 

L Hard-fired earthenwares 

M Post-medieval lead-glazed red wares 

N Post-medieval white wares 

Fabric K represents the largest group with some 50 sub-types occurring 

within three broad categories of oxidised, reduced and buff/white sand-

tempered wares. The range of sub-types is not definitive, but each 

group has been numbered to provide a working classification. Unique 

sample numbers also offer the facility for grou^ s to be re-classified 

when the products of hitherto unrecognised production centres are 

identified. 

The list of examples included for each type comprises the 

sample number and provenance of the sherd. Sample numbers relate to 

the catalogue of thin-sections (Section 12.3) where there are details 

of relevant published information, the location of associated finds 

and the level of analysis which has been undertaken (grain-size graph 

and/or thin section sketch). Chronological information is tabulated 

alphabetically by county, parish and site in the gazetteer of 

'consumer' sites (Section 10), which is cross-referenced by the number 

in column 3 of the catalogue of thin-sections. Use of these two lists 

in conjunction with the fabric classification offers access to 

relevant information by site, by fabric and by sample number. 

All samples included in the classification are illustrated 

in the accompanying figures. Some of the more significant 

distributions have also been plotted on maps of the region. It should 

_e stressed, however, that these maps only show the location of 

samples which have been analysed; they are not intended as definitive 

maps of all known examples of these types.

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12.1.2 Fabric A: Chalk-tempered wares 

Only three examples of chalk-tempered wares which occur 
among late Saxon and Saxo-Norman assemblages in West Sussex have been 
thin-sectioned. The clay matrix of all three samples is characterised 
by a groundmass of small quartz grains, but this does not necessarily 
imply a common source. The chalk has been dissolved or burnt out, 
leaving a vesicular texture on the sherd from Racton (Sample no. 434).

12.1.3 Fabric B: Shell-tempered wares 

Shell-tempered wares occur widely throughout Kent and 
Surrey, where they are common in the eleventh and twelfth centuries. 
These types are found less frequently in Sussex and there are 
geographical variations in their longevity. In west Kent, varying 
amounts of shell persist in the local fabrics unti_ after 1300, but 
shell-tempered wares occur in smaller quantities than the sandy wares 
in mid-twelfth-century contexts at Canterbury. 

Among the shelly wares containing little or no sand, a 
significant distinction can ue made between the micaceous and non-
micaceous fabrics. One group of non-micaceous shelly wares in west 
Kent (Group Bi) is characterised by its relatively quartz-free matrix, 
compared with other non-micaceous shelly wares from diverse locations 
which have a scatter of small quartz grains in the clay matrix (Group 
Bii). 

Micaceous shelly wares usually have a groundmass of fine 
quartz grains in the matrix (Group Biii). The micaceous variant is 
predominant at Canterbury (Sample no. 381) where it can be inferred 
from the fine mica visible under favourable light conditions on the 
surface of these wares that raw materials for local pottery 
manufacture were probably obtained from the London Clay. Outcrops of 
similar clay occur on the north Kent coast which may account for the 
presence of micaceous shelly wares at Chetney and Hoo St. Werburgh 
(Sample nos. 530 & 637). The example from Parsonage Farm (Sample no. 
926) is probably an outlier of the east Kent group represented at 
Canterbury but a nearer source cannot be ruled out. Indeed, there are 
outcrops of micaceous clay on the fringes of the Weald in West Sussex 
(see Section 12.1.12) and the fabric represented at Sedgwick Castle 
(Sample no. 573) cannot therefore be assumed to be of non-local 
origin. 

These examples demonstrate that the presence or absence of 
mica can help to define broad fabric zones even if the types cannot be 
attributed to a specific source.

12.1.4 Fabric C: Shell-/sand-tempered wares 

The trends noted among the shelly wares (Fabric B) also 
occur among the shell-/sand-tempered wares. Indeed, the presence of 
larger quartz grains enables more reliable groups to be identified. 
Fabrics with mottled surface colours, implying poorly-controlled 
firing conditions, are generally earlier than the more consistently 
oxidised or reduced wares of c.1300. 

The range of quartz grain sizes seen in samples of non-
micaceous wares found in west Kent (Group Ci) suggests that these 
fabrics are derived from a single source. Another sherd with similar 
mottled surface colours may also Belong to this group, but the 
groundmass of fine quartz grains has affinities with other fabrics 
found in different parts of Kent (Group Cii). More sources seem to be 
represented among the miscellaneous fabrics from Otford and Rochester 
(Group Ciii). 

Like the shelly wares, micaceous sand-/shell-tempered 
fabrics occur in east Kent, and there are isolated finds from the 
north-west part of the county (Group Civ). All have the 
characteristic groundmass of fine quartz grains. The east Kent 
fabrics are sufficiently similar to suggest a single source - probably 
near Canterbury. Output of this industry is also characterised by 
distinctive shell-dusted vessels, apparently imitating the shell-
tempered wares but with shell applied only to the surface of the local 
sandy fabric. The distribution of micaceous and non-micaceous fabrics 
is plotted on Fig. 12.3. 

Products of the thirteenth-century kiln(s) at Potters 
Corner, Ashford include oxidised shell-/sand-tempered wares. The

distribution of these wares is illustrated by samples attributed to 
Group Cv. The Rye potters also used a reduced shell-/sand-tempered 
fabric for their culinary wares. This fabric is recognisable in thin-
section (Group Cvi) and analysis enables the identification of 
coarsewares for comparison with the distribution of distinctive glazed 
jugs made at Rye (Groups Kxvi and xvii). 

Reduced shell-/sand-tempered wares have been found on 
several sites in west Kent and East Sussex (Group Cvii). They can be 
distinguished in thin-section from a similar fabric found at Croydon 
(Sample no. 776), but it is difficult to determine precisely how many 
sources are represented among this fairly homogeneous material. 
Nevertheless, there is a clear contrast with the grey wares attributed 
to the Rye kilns, and the presence of white slip on a sherd from 
Littlebrook, Dartford (Sample no. 542) invites comparison with the 
texture of white slipped jugs made in the London area (Group Kxi). 
Some of these grey coarsewares might be products of the same centre as 
the decorated jugs.

12.1.5 Fabric D: Flint-tempered Wares 

Owing to considerable variations in the temper, flint-
filled fabrics can seldom be Identified using textural analysis. 
Viable distinctions can only be made between coarse, medium and fine 
flint-tempered wares. 

The middle Saxon fabrics represented at the Millbrook 
bloomery site at Maresfield contain very coarse flint (Group Di). 
Early medieval wares from East Sussex are also characterised by their 
coarse flint inclusions (Groqp Dii), while the clay matrix of early 
flint-tempered wares in West Sussex has a groundmass of fine quartz 
grains (Group Diii). 

Flint-tempered wares with sparse sand are predominant in 
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East Sussex (Group Div), but there are isolated examples from sites in 
Kent (Sample nos. 657 & 929). These fabrics in Kent can be 
distinguished in thin-section from those found in Sussex, but it is 
difficult to determine how many sources are represented among the East 
Sussex material. Flint-tempered wares found at Michelham Priory, 
however, were evidently obtained from the Abbot's Wood potters working 
nearby (Sample nos. 199 & 200 and 470 & 374). 

The use of flint temper occurs early in the ceramic 
sequence identified at Croydon (Sample no. 777), and these fabrics are 
quite distinct from their counterparts found in Kent and East Sussex.

12.1.6 Fabric E; Flint-/sand-tempered wares 

As with the shell-/sand-tempered wares, the quartz in the 
flint-/sand-tempered fabrics enables more reliable groups to be 
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Fig. 12.5 Textural analysis (thin-section sketches): flint-tempered 
wares (Groups Di-ii and iv) and flint—/sand-tempered wares 
(Groups Ei-ii) 
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identified than is feasible for the wares which contain only flint 
inclusions. 

Similarities in thin-section suggest that the flint-/sand-
tempered wares found at Battle Abbey and at Glottenham may be from the 
same source (Group Ei), but the texture of other sherds from 
Glottenham is different (Sample nos. 191 & 607). These wares found in 
East Sussex do not contain the groundmass of fine quartz grains seen 
in samples from north-west Kent (Sample no. 623) and in the wasters 
from Ashtead, Surrey (Sample no. 034) and Binsted, Hants. (Sample no. 
030) (Group Eii). 

Wasters from medieval kilns in West Sussex and south-east 
Hampshire are barely distinguishable one from another (Fig. 12.6). 
Similar raw materials were used by the potters at Binsted, Chichester 
and Boarhunt. The source of marketed vessels in this part of the 
region cannot therefore be identified with certainty (Group Eiii). 
One of the fabrics represented at Church Norton, Selsey, however, is 
similar to the Chichester wares (Sample no. 456) and a vessel found at 
Portchester Castle in the 1930s can be assigned with some confidence 
to the Boarhunt potters on account of the slightly finer texture of 
the quartz compared with wasters from the West Sussex kilns (Sample 
no. 724). 

Groups of flint-/sand-tempered fabrics in East Sussex can 
be identified by their texture, and especially by the quartz grain 
sizes. Products of the Ringmer industry (Group Ev) are 
distinguishable from other similar wares in the area (Group Eiv), 
including the flint-/sand-tempered fabric of certain wasters found at 
Hastings (Sample no. 039). The distribution of these flint-tempered 
Ringmer wares is shown on Fig. 12.8. 

Sparse flint also occurs among some of the fine sandy wares in 
East Sussex (Group Evi). Examples found within a limited geographical 
area, including those from Michelham Priory; Gassons Farm, Hailsham; 
and Batsford Mill, Warbleton (Sample nos. 365; 337 & 338), undoubtedly 
represent a single source, and other wares in this group may belong to 
the output of the same centre.

12.1.7 Fabric F: Flint-/chalk-tempered wares 

Like the chalk-tempered wares (Group A) , late Saxon and 
Saxo-Norman flint-/chalk-tempered wares are found principally in West 
Sussex. The clay matrix of samples from Didling and Burpham is 
characterised by a groundmass of fine quartz grains (Group Fi).

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12.1.8 Fabric G: Flint-/shell-tempered wares 

Flint-/shell-tempered wares can be distinguished from their 
chalk-filled counterparts by the shape of the inclusions. Fragments 
of chalk are more rounded than the specks of shell. These fabrics are 
found both in central Sussex and throughout the coastal area of East 
Sussex (Group Gi). The presence of shell is generally assumed to 
denote the use of temper obtained from the sea shore or from tidal 
waterways. 

Examples from Bramber and Old Erringham (Sample nos. 466 & 
603) are typical of the fabrics found in central Sussex, and 
similarities in thin-section suggest a common source for these wares. 
Likewise, the coarse flint and fine quartz in the matrix of finds from 
Seaford, Pevensey and Lewes suggests that some of the pottery used at 
these three towns may have been obtained from a common source (Sample 
nos. 570; 013 & 614). However, a more extensive programme of thin-
sectioning would be required to test this hypothesis.

12.1.9 Fabric H: Flint-/sand-/shell-tempered wares 

Fabrics containing flint, shell and sand are found in the 
same areas as the flint-/shell-tempered wares. Samples from East 
Sussex have been classified according to their texture (Groups Hi-Hv). 
The distinction between 'medium' and 'medium/fine' groups is valid for 
macroscopic examination, but thin-sectioning of pottery from Michelham 
Priory shows that some groups may represent variations in the output 
of the same production centre (compare Sample nos. 474 & 471). 

Results from neighbouring sites at Seaford and Denton 
demonstrate the value of textural analysis for the identification of 
local groups (compare Sample nos. 568 & 581 and 459 & 566), but it is 
more difficult to determine the number of sources represented among 
visually similar wares over a wider geographical area (Groups Hiii & 
Hiv). 
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Flint-/sand-tempered wares containing specks of shell (or 
"calcite") have been found at sites a few miles inland from the coast, 
notably at Battle Abbey (Group Hii) and at Michelham Priory (Group 
Hiii). They have also been recognised at Norlington Lane, Ringmer 
(Sample no. 591), but it is uncertain whether or not these are 
wasters. The overall distribution of sandy fabrics containing specks 
of shell is similar to that of the flint-/shell tempered wares (Fabric 
G) which suggests that the presence of sand represents no more than a 
minor variation in clay technology. 

Comparison between the samples from Ringmer and Housedean 
illustrates the similarities which can assist with the identification 
of local groups (Sample nos. 591 & 592), but it is clear from the 
analyses which have been undertaken that definitive interpretation of 
wider distributions would require comparison of numerous additional 
samples. Nevertheless, results demonstrate the validity of this 
approach which would be suitable for local studies of fabric 
distribution. Only by analysing more samples would it be possible to 
determine the range of fabric variation within the inferred output of 
particular workshops. 

Sandy wares containing flint and sparse shell have also 
been recognised in small quantities on twelfth-century sites in Kent. 
Despite variations in the quantity of sand, the samples from 
Canterbury (Group Hvi) show a similar range of quartz grain sizes. To 
judge from their texture, however, vessels from Caesar's Camp 
Folkestone (Group Hvii) appear to be from a different source.

Isolated inclusions of siltstone and sandstone have been 
noted in several medieval and later pottery fabrics in South-East 
England. Their occurrence is seldom a significant guide to 
provenance. At Lower Parrock, Hartfield, however, some of the 
sixteenth-century wasters do contain siltstone fragments in sufficient 
quantity to constitute a separate fabric type, quite distinct from the 
main output of the workshop (see Section 12.2.6). 

Other examples of Saxo-Norman and early medieval wares in 
which siltstone or sandstone is a distinctive feature of the fabric 
have also been recognised in Kent and Sussex (Group Ji). The stone 
fragments bear a superficial resemblance to small lumps of chalk, but 
they do not react when tested with dilute hydrocloric acid. Examples 
are scarce and widely dispersed; several different sources can 
therefore be inferred. 

This fabric forms a significant proportion of the small 
ceramic assemblage from the motte excavated at Lodsworth (Sample no. 
15). Other examples, however, occur in isolation. The sherd from 
Peppering has distinctive Saxo-Norman stamped decoration (Sample no. 
293) and it is clear both that these fabrics are confined to early 
wares and that they do not form part of the normal range of medieval 
pottery in the region. The inclusions imply local production using 
raw materials probably derived from Wealden outcrops.

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12.1.11 Fabric K: Sand-tempered wares 

Sand-tempered wares occur in South-East England throughout 
the period covered by this survey. Although some fabrics probably 
represent the use of natural sandy clays, most medieval wares contain 
sand added deliberately by the potter. Sandy wares were available in 
Canterbury and elsewhere in Kent before the eleventh century; 
elsewhere in the region they appear sporadically alongside shell- and 
flint-tempered wares. They had achieved ascendancy throughout the 
region by the late thirteenth-/early fourteenth century. 

Medieval sand-tempered wares can be divided into three 
principal colour categories reflecting both firing conditions and the 
choice of raw materials. Oxidised (Groups Kv-Kxxxi), reduced (Groups 
Kxxxii-Kxxxix) and buff/white wares (Groups Kxl-Kl) will each be 
considered after discussion of the early medieval sandy wares which 
have mottled surface colours. 

Scratch-marked ware belongs to a tradition of distinctive 
decoration on early medieval pottery found principally in Central 
Southern England. The trait persisted until c.1300, and isolated 
examples of scratch-marked ware occur on the fringes of the 
distribution in South-East England (Group Ki). Sherds from Harting 
and Farnham have been thin-sectioned in order to establish whether or 
not they come from the same source. Textural analysis confirms that 
the fabrics are the same (Sample nos. 817 & 913), but this does not 
imply that all scratch-marked wares can be attributed to the output of 
one centre. Known examples from Abinger and Reigate, for example, 
have not been analysed, and a sherd from Canterbury bearing similar 
scratch marks is certainly from a different source (Sample no. 669). 

Early medieval sandy wares from twelfth-century contexts in 
east Kent (Group Kii) can be attributed to a common source of 
manufacture probably situated on an outcrop of the London Clay at 
Tyler Hill near Canterbury (see Section 9.1.8, no. 649). The 
distribution plotted on Fig. 12.12 shows that these wares were 
available in Canterbury and its hinterland; at Dover and Folkestone, 
and, in smaller quantities, as far afield as Rochester. Nevertheless, 
pottery from different sources was also available at Rochester (Group 
Kiii) and Canterbury (Group Kiv). 

Oxidised medieval Tyler Hill ware is similar in thin-
section to the early medieval sandy wares which were probably 
manufactured using the same raw materials. Output of this industry 
dominated the market for medieval ceramics in east Kent. Samples 
selected for analysis have been obtained from three known and one 
probable kiln site; from excavations in Canterbury; and from other 
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sites scattered throughout east Kent (Group Kv). The distribution of 
these samples is plotted on Fig. 12.15 to show the relationship with 
'Pink East Wealden wares' from a different and so far unlocated source 
(Group Kvii). Owing to the difficulties of quantifying the groundmass 
of fine quartz grains which is distinctive of the Tyler Hill wares, 
some sherds from sites on the edge of the distribution cannot be 
classified with certainty (Group Kvi). Other oxidised medieval wares 
in this part of the region do not belong to either the Tyler Hill or 
East Wealden groups (Groups Kviii & Kix). 

Output of the Earlswood kiln in Surrey also included 
oxidised sand-tempered wares. The approximate southern limits of this 
distribution are indicated by textural analysis of samples from Upper 
Parrock, Hartfield and from Sedgwick Castle in Sussex (Group Kx). 
Many of the white-slipped jugs found in west Kent and Surrey were made 
in the London area (Group Kxi). Similarities of both form and fabric 
indicate that these are products of one workshop (Fig. 12.17), while 
jugs in a slightly finer fabric can be attributed to the kilns at Mill 
Green, Essex (Group Kxii). Textural analysis confirms the existence 
of other production centres (Groups Kxiii & Kiv), but the 'East 
Surrey' wares identified by Dunning (1968) at Stonar cannot yet be 
assigned to a known fabric group in this area. 

One of the white-slipped oxidised fabrics found at Bayham 
Abbey (Sample no. 951) appears to be coarser than the London area jugs 
(Fig. 12.18), but it is similar to some of the other red wares found 
in west Kent (Group Kxiv). There is a clear contrast with a plain jug 
and an imitation Rouen vessel which were both found at Otford and 
which are in similar fabrics belonging to the London area group 
(Sample nos. 534 & 533). Other samples from Rochester and Mersham are 
of more doubtful attribution but may also belong to this series 
(Sample nos. 514 & 661). 

Glazed medieval jugs were manufactured at Rye in two 
different fabrics. Fabric 'one' (Group Kxvii) is very fine and occurs 
less frequently than fabric 'two' (Group Kxvi) which represents the 
main output of this centre. Distinction between these two fabrics is 
sometimes ill-defined, and the attribution of certain vessels remains 
doubtful (Group Kxviii). Textural analysis, however, confirms that 
roof furniture as well as pottery was distributed within the 
hinterland of Rye (Group Kxix). The samples of sand-tempered Rye ware 
which have been analysed are plotted on Fig. 12.20. 

Oxidised sand-tempered wasters are known from other 
medieval kilns in East Sussex (Fig. 12.21), and further unknown 
sources can be inferred from the ceramics found on 'consumer' sites in 
the area (Groups Kxx-Kxxiii). A similar pattern emerges in the 
western half of the county where some finds can be attributed to known 
kilns (Groups Kxxiv & Kxxix), while others seem to represent so far 
unlocated industries (Groups Kxxv; Kxxvii & Kxxxi). 

The texture of sand-tempered wares from the kilns at 
Chichester and Boarhunt (Fig. 12.22) is similar to the flint-/sand-
tempered fabrics from these two sites (Fig. 12.6). However, the 
fabric of marketed vessels found at Portchester Castle and ascribed to 
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the kilns at Boarhunt is barely distinguishable frcm similar sand-
tempered wares found at Chichester. Indeed, imijdketed vessels can 
seldom be attributed with precision to specific kilns in this part of 
the region. Moreover, the sand-tempered and flint-/sand-tempered 
fabrics were evidently contemporary and interchangable because one jug 
waster from the Southgate kiln at Chichester has a sand-tempered body 
and a flint-tempered spout (Sample no. 243). 

Owing to variations in firing conditions, reduced vessels 
sometimes appear among fabrics which are usually oxidised. In parts 
of the region, however, reduced fabrics predominate among the medieval 
coarse wares. Textural analysis assists with the identification of 
local distributions. 

Limpsfield was an important centre for the production of 
medieval grey wares. Different groups of wasters within the 
Limpsfield industry are generally similar in texture (Fig. 12.24), but 
it is difficult to assess the significance of minor variations in the 
texture of coarse sand-tempered wares in the area (Group Kxxxii). 
Detailed grain-size analysis of sherds found at Upper Parrock, 
Hartfield, for example, demonstrates that, while there are broad 
similarities with Limpsfield ware, these vessels cannot be attributed 
specifically to the Limpsfield kilns (Fig. 12.24). Nevertheless, 
there is a clear contrast between the grey coarsewares of east Surrey 
and the slightly finer quartz which is characteristic of similar wares 
found in west Kent (Groups Kxxxiii & Kxxxiv). 

Other reduced fabrics found in Kent and East Sussex 
probably represent yet other sources (Groups Kxxxv & Kxxxvi), but some 
groups can be attributed to specific kilns (Fig. 12.25). Grey coarse 
wares from Rye are found at several sites where the distinctive 
decorated jugs have been identified (Group Kxxxvii ) , and the 
distribution of sand-tempered Ringmer ware (Groups Kxxxviii & Kxxxix) 
is similar to that of the flint-/sand-tempered vessels from these 
kilns (Group Ev). The competing distribution of reduced sandy wares 
from west Kent, Ringmer and Rye is shown on Fig. 12.27. 

Buff and white sand-tempered wares in South-East England 
usually owe their colour to the use of tertiary clays. These fabrics 
therefore occur principally in Surrey and Sussex, and they are scarce 
in Kent. 

West Sussex ware jugs are typical of the buff sand-tempered 
wares found in this part of the region. The forms suggest that there 
may have been more than one workshop, but, despite minor variations in 
colour (including one oxidised vessel: Sample no. 576), textural 
analysis demonstrates that similar fabrics occur over a wide 
geographical area (Group Kl; Fig. 12.29). These similarities are 
sufficient to indicate that the vessels which have been sampled are 
from one source. One of the jugs from Lewes, however, clearly does 
not belong to the main series (Sample no. 315). 

The texture of so-called 'paint-under-glaze' types, also 
found in West Sussex (Group Kli), is similar to that of the West 
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Sussex ware jugs (Fig. 12.28). Related coarsewares include the 
products of beth smd so far unlocated centres. Binsted ware is 
found on the coastal plain of West Sussex (Group Klii) but another 
source must be inferred for some of the buff coarsewares from 
Portslade and Stretham (Group Kliii). Products of the Graffham and 
East Lavington kilns include both oxidised and buff sand-tempered 
wares. Several examples of the latter found in the Weald and further 
afield have been attributed to this industry on the basis of their 
texture and distinctive micaceous fabric (Group Kxliv). 

Medieval Surrey white wares are generally paler than the 
buff sand-tempered wares in West Sussex. Sherds found on the fringes 
of these distributions in the Weald, however, cannot always be 
attributed with confidence to their appropriate groups. 

Surrey wares were manufactured at several different 
centres, but a general distinction can be made between the medium- and 
coarse-textured fabrics (Fig. 12.31). Within these two categories 
(Groups Kxlv & Kxlvi) , a few fabrics can be recognised as the products 
of specific kilns. A cistern from Friary Street, Guildford, for 
example, is almost certainly a product of the Farnborough Hill 
industry (Sample no. 887). Other fabrics can be attributed to the 
late medieval potteries at Cheam (Group Kxlvii), but one vessel from 
Battle Abbey (Sample no. 989) has a slightly different texture and may 
be from a different source. 

Surrey white wares were traded extensively throughout South-East 
England. Nevertheless, there are outcrops of white-firing clay 
elsewhere in the region and the possibility of local sources cannot be 
ruled out. Examples of miscellaneous white wares from Kent (Group 
Kxlviii) and Sussex (Groups Kxlix & Klv) are illustated on Fig. 12.32. 
Vessels found at Stonar are probably imports from Surrey, but the 
Sussex white wares may be local products.

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The a p p l i c a t i o n o f t e x t u r a l a n a l y s i s h a s b e e n p a r t i c u l a r l y 
s u c c e s s f u l f o r d i s t i n g u i s h i n g between t h e v i s u a l l y s i m i l a r product s of 
e a r l y s i x t e e n t h - c e n t u r y workshops . Both t h e f i n e smooth earthenware 
and t h e l e s s common sandy f a b r i c produced by t h e Lower Parrock 
potter(s) c.1525 have been identified on 'consumer' sites in the High 
Weald. Similar local distributions can be deduced from analysis of 
pottery obtained from the broadly contemporary kilns at Boreham 
S t r e e t , East Sussex and Hareplain, Kent (Groups Liii & Liv). The 
distribution of samples attributed to the Hareplain kiln is shown on 
F i g . 1 2 . 4 1 . 

Although there is a variable amount of quartz in these 
fabrics, it is the range of grain s i z e s , rather than their q u a n t i t y , 
which enables identifications to be made using textural analysis. 
These variations are well illustated among late sixteenth-
century/early seventeenth-century products of the High Lankhurst kiln 
near Hastings (Group Lv); see also Section 3.3.5). 

Distinctive white-painted wares attributed to the workshops 
at Graf fham and East Lavington (Group Lvi) can be isolated by thin-
section analysis from the wider tradition of white-painted decoration 
(Group Lvii). Similarities in texture show that products from these 
kilns were distributed extensively in West Sussex and further afield 
(Fig. 1 2 . 3 6 ) , but finds in Kent alone can be attributed to at least 
three different sources (Fig. 12.41). The majority of hard-fired 
earthenwares, however, lack d e c o r a t i o n , and thin-sectioning shows that 
some of the painted types found in Kent are probably variants of an 
otherwise plain utilitarian output (e.g. Sample no. 643: Fig. 12.35 
and Fig. 12.39). 

In the absence of wasters from known kilns for compar i son , 
these plain earthenwares can be classified according to their texture 
and colour. Several examples from Kent and East Sussex have a pink 
fabric rather than the red colour which i s typical of hard-fired 
earthenwares found in the London area. Some of these pink wares 
display sufficient uniformity of texture to suggest that the groups 
each come from a separate source (Groups Lvii; Lx; Lxi and Lxii). 
Many of the smooth fabrics, however, are clearly from several 
different sources and some (e.g. Sample nos. 1028 & 1030) may be 
continental imports. Similarities between locally-produced 
earthenwares and imports from the Low Countries present significant 
problems of identification. 

As w i t h the medieval sandy wares, textural analysis is most 
reliable for making localised comparisons (e.g. Groups Lxiv and Lxvi). 
Sometimes thin-sectioning confirms the significance of traits visible 
to the naked eye (e.g. Group Lxiv), but in other cases minor 
differences of colour and texture prove to be insignificant (e.g. 
Group Lxiii). Indeed, the importance of objective comparison using 
thin-sections is demonstrated by the fabric of a waster from Kingston-
upon-Thames (Sample no . 895) and a marketed v e s s e l fo imd a t Bayham 
Abbey (Sample no. 402). To the naked eye, both appear identical, but 
textural analysis shows that the Bayham vessel belongs to a local type 
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and i s c e r t a i n l y not a p r o d u c t of t h e K i n g s t o n i n d u s t r y (Group Lxx) 

Using rigorous criteria for grouping the thin-sections 
according to their texture, the results from visually similar wares 
are shown on Fig. 10.41 (Groups Lviii-Lxii; Lxx and Lxxii). Inter-
site comparisons enable regional fabric distributions to be 
identified. Indeed, until evidence emerges to the contrary, it can be 
assumed that each type of symbol shown on the map represents the 
distribution of marketed pottery from a sofar unlocated centre of 
m a n u f a c t u r e . 

In contrast to the localised distribution of oxidised 
earthenwares identified in Kent, a limited number of samples taken 
from sherds of Tudor Green ware supports the view that - in South-East 
England at least - production of these vessels was confined to the 
Hampshire/Surrey potteries. A sample from Battle Abbey, for example, 
compares closely with the grain size frequency graph derived from 
wasters found at Farnborough Hill, Hants. (Fig. 12.42). Sherds from 
Farnham Castle, Bayham Abbey and Kingston-Upon-Thames also appear 
similar in thin-section (Group Lxxiii). 

Farnborough Hill is the only known production centre for 
the specific range of forms described collectively as Tudor Green 
Ware. Nevertheless, a lobed cup noted among the collection of 
m e d i e v a l w a s t e r s Jadem S t r e e t , K lngs ton-upon-Thames a p p e a r s 
similar in thin-section to the Farnborough Hill material. It is 
possible therefore that these forms were produced at other workshops 
w i t h i n t h e Hampshire /Surrey i n d u s t r y . I f s o , t h e e v i d e n c e s o f a r 
leaves little hope that textural analysis would be capable of 
distinguishing between the products of different centres.

The texture of oxidised post-medieval lead-glazed 
earthenwares is generally even finer than that of the hard-fired 
earthenwares of the early sixteenth century. Samples from sites 
scattered throughout the region illustrate the difficulties of 
d i f f e r e n t i a t i o n (Group M i ) , and t h e problems of i d e n t i f y i n g t h e 
locally-produced fabrics are sometimes exacerbated by the presence of 
imports from the Low Countries. A case study in West S u s s e x , however, 
demonstrates that useful results can be achieved when wasters are 
available for comparison. 

The fabric of seventeenth-century wasters from Crane 
Street, Chichester does not contain the groundmass of fine quartz 
grains and the scatter of coarse ones which is diagnostic of the post-
medieval wares from kilns at Graffham and East Lavington. Moreover, 
both of these fabrics can be distinguished from the redware wasters 
found at various post-medieval kiln sites in the Hampshire/Surrey 
border area (Fig. 12.43). Careful comparison with these groups of 
wasters has enabled the identification of Graffham products at several 
sites in West Sussex (Group Mii) , and isolated examples of post-
medieval 'Surrey' redware occur at Lodsworth and Chichester (Group 
Mill). Products of the Crane Street workshop at Chichester have not 
yet been identified outside the city. 

Elsewhere, however, attempts to identify coherent groups 
within either sites (Groups Miv and Mvii) or geographical areas have 
not yielded conclusive results owing to the lack of wasters for 
comparison. Nevertheless, thin-sections prepared from three sherds of 
seventeenth-century Metropolitan slipware show that samples from Dover 
Castle and Battle Abbey are probably from the same source of 
manufacture; whereas the fabric of a vessel from Canterbury is quite 
different. Wasters from the kiln sites at Harlow, Essex, where 
Metropolitan slipware is known to have been made have not been 
examined.

12.1.14 Fabric N: Post-medieval white wares 

The post-medieval 'Surrey' redwares described in Section 
12.1.13 superseded the output of sixteenth- and seventeenth-century 
white wares which were traded extensively throughout South-East 
England. Like redwares, it is difficult to distinguish between 
the white fabrics produced at different kilns within the 
Hampshire/Surrey border area (Fig. 12.45). Nevertheless, these 
'Surrey' white wares can be differentiated from other 'Southern 
Whiteware' industries, notably those at Graffham/East Lavington, West 
Sussex and at Hiî i Lankhurst, Westfield, East Sussex. 

Several samples can be attributed to the Hampshire/Surrey 
kilns (Group Ni). These 'Surrey' types (io ]̂ ]t contain the coarse 
quartz grains which are typical of Iche Graffham wares. In some cases 
however, the distinction is less clear, and although the vessel 
sampled from Winchester can probably be attributed to the Graffham 
kilns, the possibility of a source in the Hampshire/Surrey border area 
cannot be ruled out on grounds of fabric alone (Group Niii). 
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White wares represented among the wasters at High Lankhurst 
contain little or no quartz. Indeed, Sample no. 480 is untempered. 
However, marketed vessels have been identified at Hastings and at 
Battle Abbey by comparison with the texture of oxidised High Lankhurst 
wares (Group Nii). To judge from the quantity of white-fired wasters, 
there seems to have only been a small output of white wares from this 
kiln. Moreover, the fabric can be distinguished easily from the 
'Surrey' white wares which were also traded to this part of the region 
(Fig. 12.45). Post-medieval Staffordshire-type combed ware is a non-
local product (Group Niv).

12.1.16 Continental imports 

Like the regional imports, continental types have been 
examined for comparison with local wares rather than as a means of 
characterisation for the study of distributions. Many of the samples 
are included for reference only as part of the fabric type-series 
established for excavations at Bayham Abbey, Battle Abbey and Camber 
Castle.

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Industrial vessels 

The repertoire of the medieval potter included a limited 
number of industrial vessel forms. Two samples taken from medieval 
crucibles have been thin-sectioned for comparison with ordinary coarse 
wares. 

There is no appreciable difference in texture between the 
crucible wasters from Kingston-upon-Thames (Sample no. 902) and the 
coarse sandy wares produced at this kiln site (Sample no. 901: Fig. 
12.31). A sample taken fr^n laie tl^ mam^ crucible fragments found 
at St. George's Street, Canterbury, however, shows that these vessels 
clearly do not belong to the range of local coarse wares. It would be 
instructive, therefore, to analyse a similar vessel frcm Dartford 
(Dartford Museum) in order to establish whether or nat crucibles found 
on these two widely-separated sites were obtained frcm t±^ sem^ 
source. 

Post-medieval glass-making crucibles n̂ l̂e of 
refractory clays fired to high temperatures. Thin-section analysis is 
therefore an inappropriate means of characterisation for these wares, 
as demonstrated by the sample from Vann Copse, l&ambledon (Sample no.

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12.1.1! Floor tiles 

Thin-section analysis of medieval floor tiles has been 
confined to material from three kiln sites and a fabric type-series 
for Battle Abbey. Like the characterisation of [pottery fabrics five 
samples have been taken from each group of wasters (Fig. 12.49). 

Results from Tyler Hill, Kent and Binsted, %%;st Sussex show 
consistent and distinguishable grain-size frequencies, each being 
similar to the respective pottery fabrics (Figs. 12.13 and 12.28). 
Thin-sections prepared from floor-tile wasters at Rye are also similar 
to the pottery samples (Fig. 12.19). There are two distinct fabrics: 
one with characteristic densely-packed fine quartz grains; the other 
containing coarser quartz (Sample no. 697). 

Floor tiles found at Battle Abbey have be^m classified 
according to their fabric, manufacture and designs. t̂ ie 
exception of those cases where sampling would disfigr^re tl^ only 
example of a type, one thin-section has been prepared from each of the 
groups described in Section 7.

12.1.19 Roof tiles and roof furniture 

Like the floor tiles, thin-sectioning of medieval and later 
roof tiles has been selective. Examples from production centres 
comprise five samples from the site of the extensive medieval tileries 
at Nackholt, near Wye, Kent; one tile from Tyler Hill, Kent; and two 
tiles from the High Lankhurst pottery at Westfield, East Sussex. 
Considerable variations in fabric show that there was little 
preparation of the clay used for tile-making. Indeed, neither at 
Tyler Hill nor High Lankhurst do the pottery fabrics compare with 
those of the roof tiles. 

The raw materials used for roof furniture, however, were 
similar to those for pottery-making. Several fabrics have been 
identified among the roof tiles and roof furniture found at Battle 
Abbey. The groups described in Section 7 are illustrated on Fig. 
12.51.

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12.2 CHARACTERISATION OF MEDIEVAL AND POST-MEDIEVAL WASTERS 

12.2.1 Introduction 

Although ceramic regions can be defined by classifying 

pottery fabrics, the evaluation of marketing patterns depends upon 

comparison of traded vessels with wasters from known kilns. Medieval 

and later fabrics have been classified according to their principal 

inclusions (see Section 12.1), but, for the purposes of 

identification, samples have also been selected for textural analysis 

from the majority of kiln sites in the region. Thin-section sketches 

and grain-size frequency graphs have been grouped geographically in 

Sections 12.2.2-6 to facilitate comparison. 

Division into production areas reflects the ceramic regions 

identified from the pottery fabrics found in these areas. Some of the 

'Surrey' kilns, however, lie within the administrative area of Greater 

London. References to these production centres will therefore be 

found under the appropriate section of the gazetteer (Section 9.1.2). 

With the exception of the sixteenth-century group from Kingston-upon-

Thames, post-medieval wasters from the London area have not been 

sampled. Moreover, the medieval white-ware wasters from Southwark 

discovered after the programme of thin-sectioning had been 

completed. These fabrics, too, are not therefore represented in the 

classification. 

Several wasters have been included among the regional 

fabric types (Section 12.1), but results from these samples are 

repeated here to illustrate the full range of material from known 

production centres. As most of the samples have been taken from 

published groups, fabric descriptions are not included. References to 

relevant publications will be found in the gazetteer of production 

centres (Section 9.1). 

In addition to the known kiln sites. Section 12.2.7 

includes a selection of the fabrics represented among doubtful groups 

of wasters. 
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12.2.2 Medieval and post-medieval wasters from north-east 
Hampshire and Surrey 

Aldershot 

Medieval white wares from Newport Road, Aldershot are 
illustrated on Fig. 12.52. The grain-size frequency derived 
from analysis of five samples (Nos. 60 & 61 and 849-851) shows a 
fairly coarse sandy fabric with few fine grains. The frequency curve 
is similar to that obtained from samples representing the Kingston 
white wares.

Medieval and post-medieval wasters have been foimd a± The 
Lime, Ash (Fig. 12.53). The medieval white wares (Sample nos. 40-44) 
are finer than wasters from Aldershot and Kingston-Upon-Thames. 
Indeed, the 'trough' in the frequency curve of quartz grain sizes 
which occurs around 0.1mm is a diagnostic feature of samples which 
have been examined. The significance of this distinctive profile is 
emphasised by the small standard deviation for measurements at this 
point on the scale. 

Post-medieval white wares (Sample nos. 45-49) contain 
varying quantities of medium/fine quartz against a groundmass of very 
fine grains. The texture is indistinguishable from other post-
medieval white wares from the Hampshire/Surrey border potteries. The 
redwares, too, a similar texture to their counterparts from other 
workshops (Sample nos. 862-866).

Several different fabrics are represented the wasters 
deposited at Guildford Museum (Sample nos. 32-36). Although there are 
some sherds of Surrey white ware, these are not necessarily wasters. 
Products of the Ashtead potter(s) are characterised principally by 
flint-/sand-tempered fabrics. A selection of these wares is 
illustrated on Fig. 12.54, but insufficient samples ha^re txsem analysed 
to define the fabric groups in terms of their grain-size frequency.

This distinctive fabric is finer than 
the medieval Surrey white wares found at Aldershot and Kingston and 
the grain-size frequency curve (Fig. 12.52) enables the Cheam wares to 
be distinguished from the other fine fabric at Ash. 

Redwares from the High Street kiln at Cheam have not been 
thin-sectioned.

Both the seventeenth-century white fabric (Sample nos. 877-
881) and the redwares (Sample nos. 882-886) are indistinguishable in 
thin-section from the output of contemporary workshops in the 
Hampshire/Surrey border area (Fig. 12.57).

Results from textural analysis of medieval and later 
wasters found at the Farnborough Hill kilns are illustrated and 
discussed in detail as a case study in Section 5.6.

Grain-size frequency graphs representing the two principal 
fabrics at the Park Row kiln site are illustrated on Fig. 6.15. 

Hawley 

Thin-sections have been prepared from both the white fabric 
(Sample nos. 852-856) and the redwares (Sample nos. 857-861) to 
demonstrate similarities with other contemporary wasters in the area 
(Fig. 12.57). 

Kinqston-upon-Thames 

Products of the Eden Street kiln(s) have been selected to 
represent the medieval Kingston white wares. The grain-size frequency 
graph (Fig. 12.56) derived from five sherds of hard-fired white ware 
(Sample nos. 90 3-90 7) is similar to that of the Aldershot wasters. 
Stamped jugs (Sample nos. 900-901) were made in the same fabric, and 
ev^# those vessels with a slightly harsher surface texture (Sample 
nos. 908-911) have a similar range of medium-sized quartz with a few 
coarser grains. Crucibles (Sample no. 902) were made in the same 
fabric as the domestic forms. 

The fabric of lobed cups found at Eden Street (Sample no. 
897) is much finer than that of the culinary wares and stamped jugs. 
If these cups were produced locally then the fabric is barely 
distinguishable from the Tudor Green ware found at Farnborough Hill. 
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Samples of the Tudor redwares from the dump of wasters 
found in the High Street have been examined for (xx^parison with the 
products of sixteenth-century kilns in the Weald. Th^ grain-size 
frequency curiAS (Fig. 12.56) is similar to, yet distinguishable from, 
that derived from analysis of the Lower Parrock wasters (see Section 
12.2.6). However, comparisons have not been imade to establish whether 
the Kingston fabric can be distinguished from redwares at Lambeth

The post-medieval white wares (Sample nos. 867-871) and red 
wares (Sample nos.

Binsted (West Sussex) 

Wasters from the medieval kiln at All-the-World, Binsted 
occur in two principal fabrics (Fig. 12.58): most are medium/fine 
sandy wares (Sample nos. 77-80; 493), but others have moderate flint 
inclusions (Sample no.81). Sparse fragments of flint sometimes occur 
in the predominantly sand-tempered wares. Coarser sand is also found 
in some sherds (Sample no. 339). 

The texture of floor tiles made at Binsted (Sample nos. 201-
205) is similar to that of the pottery, but the imatrix seen in the 
thin-section is usually characterised by a groundmass of fine quartz 
grains. Sparse flint appears in some tiles, and one example (Sample 
no. 206) does not contain the medium/fine grains which are generally 
characteristic of the output.

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The medium/fine texture of the samples from Binsted (West 
Sussex) and Boarhunt appears to be a distinctive feature of pottery 
fabrics in this part of the region. A similar quartz grain-size 
frequency is visible in thin-sections prepared from the wasters found 
at Southgate (Sample nos, 339-343) and Orchard Street (Sample no. 305) 
in Chichester. Comparable grain sizes also occur in the flint-
tempered wares from these two kilns (Sample nos. 244-248 ar^ 249-253 
respectively). Fig. 12.60 shows that fabrics found at the Southgate 
and Orchard Street kilns are indistinguishable, but erne of sherds 
from Orchard Street is distinguished by the presence of coarser quartz 
(Sample no. 254). 

The red (oxidised) colours of the medieval wasters from 
Chichester are similar to those seen among the output of the Crane 
Street kiln (Sample nos. 330-334). There are also similarities in 
texture with both coarse (Sample no. 328) and fine (Sample no. 331) 
variants. The main fabric, however, is clearly distinguishable from 
the post-medieval wasters found at Graffham and East Lavington. 

Graffham and East Lavington 

Both medieval and post-medieval wares were manufactured at 
these potteries on the south-west fringes of the Weald (Fig. 12.61). 

The texture of oxidised medieval wares from Norwood 
(Sample nos. 340-344) is similar to the pale-coloured fabric (Sample 
no. 345) which is also represented among the wasters. All of these 
thin-sections have a distinctive groundmass of fine quartz grains and 
mica. 

The sixteenth-century white-painted wares are finer than 
the medieval fabrics but they have the same fine quartz and mica 
(Sample nos. 150-154). There is no appreciable difference in texture 
between these and the later post-medieval lead-glazed eathenwares from 
Ochre Pits Copse, Graffham (Sample nos. 346-350). .As post-
medieval 'Surrey' wares (see Section 12.2.2), the quartz grain size 
frequency of the oxidised Graffham/East Lavington wares is similar to 
the white fabrics from this source (Sample nos. 145-149).

Reduced coarsewares from the waster heaps at Scearn Bank 
and Watts Hill I, Limpsfield show slight variations (Fig. 12.63), but 
the range of quartz grain sizes is comparable with the oxidised wares 
from Earlswood nearby. The Limpsfield wares, however, a slightly 

higher proportion of fine grains than the Earlswood iwasters. 

The quartz grain-size frequency graph derived frxm analysis 
of the Limpsfield samples is typical of many coarse medieval sandy 
wares. Comparison with a marketed vessel from Upper Parrock, 
Hartfield demonstrates the difficulties of attributingr these grey 
coarsewares to their source of manufacture (Fig. 12.63). Despite 
variations between the two groups of wasters at Limpsfield, the range 
of grain sizes in the sample from Upper Parrock is sufficiently 
different - especially around 0.15mm and >0.4mm - to suggest that this 
vessel is from another so far unlocated source.

Medieval grey sandy ware (Fabric A), similar to the 
material from Broadland Wood, accounts for over 50% (1231 sherds) of 
the finds recovered during fieldwalking in 17 Acre Field. However, 
less than twenty sherds show any trace of surface voids which are 
characteristic of some Broadland Wood products. Few featured sherds 
were recovered but oven tiles and a probable chimney pot were found. 
Many of the smaller pieces are barely distinguishable from completely 
reduced examples of the harder wares (Fabric E), but the harder 
texture is usually distinctive, and large quantities of sherds in 
Fabric E were recovered from the surface of the field (706 sherds). 
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A wider range of material was recovered from the small 
trial excavation, and the relatively small proportion of sandy 
ware (Fabric A) alongside the predominantly later wares is of 
particular interest. Three major later types have bee^ identified 
(Fabrics B, C/D, and E), with other less significant variations 
(Fabrics F, G and H). A few everted rims can be Jnsi^onstructed. One 
sherd in Fabric C has an impressed stamp on the inside of the rim, and 
others in Fabrics C/D and E have faint traces of tdiite-painted 
decoration on the external surfaces, in one instance under green 
glaze. 

Similar composition of the fabrics alone would not 
necessarily indicate a common source of production, but the firing 
faults and apparently restricted distribution of such a large quantity 
of shreds within the field are strongly indicative of a kiln site. It 
may be that a kiln producing the grey wares which are predominant 
anKmg the surface scatters was superce^ded by another near the trial 
excavation where larger quantities of late medieval types have been 
found.

Wasters have been found at several places in the village. 
Examples of the main fabrics have been selected from three kiln sites: 
Delves Field, Patten's Close and Barnett's Mead. Lik^ other 
production centres in Sussex, output of the Ringmer potteries 
comprised sandy fabrics and flint-/sand-tempered wares. 

The grain-size frequency of the sand-tempered wares from 
Delves Field (Fig. 12.68) shows a higher proportion of coarse quartz 
than in the reduced sandy wares made at Brede. :Miin-sections prepared 
from Ringmer products (Sample nos. 260-264) are (jhiaracterised by a 
moderate scatter of fine quartz accompanied by coarse grains >0.45mm. 
Samples of the harder-fired sand-tempered wares from Patten's Close 
show a similar quartz grain-size frequency (Sample nc^^ 586-590), 
while the same range of grain sizes also occurs in the flint-tempered 
wares from Delves Field (Sample nos. 255-259).

For the purposes of comparison, thin-sections have also 
been prepared from one unclassified sherd and from erne example 
representing each of the three fabrics identified among t±^ wasters at 
Harnett's Mead (Sample nos. 1047-1050). 

Rye 

Output of the medieval kilns at Rye included both sand-
tempered coarsewares (sometimes with shell) and two principal fine-
ware fabrics. 

Textural analysis of five coarseware sherds (Sample nos. 
690-694) demonstrates the similarities between fabrics produced at 
Brede and Rye (Fig. 12.69). The quartz grain-size frequency curve for 
both kilns is characterised by a peak at around 0.1mm. 

Jugs in fabric 'one' show a similar peak in the grain-size 
frequency distribution. This fine-textured fabric occurs among grey 
sandy jugs (Sample no. 796); among jugs with incised decoration 
(Sample no. 802); and among the white-slipped wares (Sample nos. 805; 
808 & 809). 

The majority of Rye jugs, however, were made in fabric 
'two' which has slightly coarser sand. Examples of these fabrics can 
be found among the same groups as fabric 'one': grey sandy wares 
(Sample no. 797); incised jugs (Sample nos. 798-801); and white-
slipped wares (Sample nos. 803 & 804 and 806 & 807). Ttms variations 
in texture do not appear to be related to specific ceramic types. 

A similar distinction between the coarse and fine fabrics 
can be detected among the floor tiles manufactured at Rye (Sample nos. 
695-699). Textural analysis of floor tiles in fabric 'one' 
illustrates the close comparison with the fine-textured jugs (Fig.

Most of the Lower Parrock wasters have a smoother surface 
texture than that of the Hareplain wares. They are characterised in 
thin-section by a dense scatter of fine quartz grains (Sample nos. 6-
10). 

Stme sherds have moderate inclusions of siltstone in 
sufficient quantities to define a separate fabric variant (Sample no. 
94). Nevertheless, the texture of the quartz grains is similar to the 
main fabric and isolated fragments of siltstone are characteristic of 
the Lower Parrock wares in general. 

Another minor fabric represented among the Lower Parrock 
wasters has coarser sand (Sample no. 209), comparable with the range 
of grain sizes noted in the Hareplain wares.

Thin-sections have been prepared from examples of doubtful 
medieval and later wasters found in South-East England. 

These include the hard-fired post-medieval wares from 
Little Forge, Buxted (Sample nos. 323-327) which may represent output 
of a potter's workshop adjacent to the iron-working site (see Section 
9.1.6, no. 397). 

Possible evidence for medieval pottery manufacture has been 
identified at Durleighmarsh Farm, Rogate, but none of the sherds 
deposited at Chichester Museum has been identified conclusively as a 
waster (see Section 9.1.7, no. 610). Examples of the two fabrics 
found at Durleighmarsh Farm have been thin-sectioned (Sample nos. 524 
& 525), but the texture is similar to other wares found in this part 
of West Sussex. Evidence for pottery manufacture therefore remains 
inconclusive.

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Another possible medieval pottery kiln has reported at 
Lower Seeding but there is no clear archaeological evidence to 
substantiate this identification (see Section 9.1.7). texture of 
a West Sussex ware jug sherd which is presumed to come from this 
alleged kiln site appears to similar in thin-section to other West 
Sussex wares found in this part of the region (&&mple no. 318). In 
the absence of conclusive evidence for pottery f^xxiuction, this 
implies that the sherds from Lower Seeding probably represent marketed 
wares rather than wasters. 

The cache of medieval pottery found at Croakers, Northiam 
has been cited as evidence for a possible kiln site (see Section 
9.1.6, no. 473). However, no definite wasters have been identified 
among the material in the possession of Mr J.C.Cloute and there is 
some variation in the fabrics represented in this group (Sample nos. 
72-76). The pottery evidence does not dispell uncertainty about the 
significance of the place-name 'Crockers'. 
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12.3 CATALOGUE OF THIN-SECTIONS 

12.3.1 Introduction 

This catalogue is intended as a guide to the collection of 

thin-sections of medieval and later ceramics in South-East England 

which remains in the custody of the Department of Archaeology, 

University of Southampton. 

The thin-sections are numbered serially (Column 1) and 

their provenance is indicated in Column 2 of the table (12.3.2). 

Reference numbers (Column 3) denote the sites shown on the location 

maps of production centres (Fig. 9.1) and 'consumer' sites (Figs. 10.1-

8). Numbers prefixed 'No.' relate to Section 9; four-figure reference 

numbers relate to Section 10. 

The level of analysis which has been undertaken is shown in 

Columns 4 and 5 of the table representing, respectively, detailed 

grain size analysis, and the preparation of a sketch from the 

projected image of the thin-section. Areas of the slides sampled for 

the latter are marked by a circle on each thin-section. 

Fabric groups identified in Sections 12.1 and 12.2 are 

shown in Column 6 of the table. Entries are confined to those samples 

for which a sketch has been included in the illustrated classification 

of fabrics. Graphs derived from grain-size analysis of some samples 

appear elsewhere, principally in the sections on methodology (Section 

3), production (Section 5) and distribution (Section 6). Fabric 

groups identified in Section 12.1 are denoted by their code letter and 

appropriate Roman numeral. Samples illustrating the fabrics 

represented among the output of known production centres are cross-

referenced by the appropriate sub-division of Section 12.2. 

Relevant publications are noted in Column 7 of the table. 

Where possible, these refer to illustrated vessels (e.g. Dover Castle: 

Sample nos. 728-748) or to published fabric groups (e.g. Bayham Abbey: 

Sample nos. 394-412 and Battle Abbey: Sample nos. 958-10 26). In the 

majority of cases, however, the publication reference is a guide to 

the appropriate report on pottery assemblages from which samples have 

been taken. Pottery reports are identified by the name of the 

specialist contributor rather than by the principal author of the 

excavation report. Sources appear in the bibliography (Section 14). 

Repositories of the material which has been sampled are 

shown in Column 8 of the table. The name of an individual denotes a 

private collection or that samples have been obtained from custodians 
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of pottery derived from excavation or fieldwork. Double entries app^/ 

to the small number of instances when a private collection is known to 

have been passed to a museum since the material was examined. In 

addition to shortened museum names, the following abbreviations appear 

in Column 8:-

13.1 MINOR PLACE-NAMES AS AN INDICATION OP NATURAL RESOURCES 

AND POST-MEDIEVAl CERAMIC INDUSTRIES 

13.1.1 Introduction 

Field names included on the map indicating the location 

of raw materials and post-medieval brick and tile manufacture 

(Pig. 1»5) are listed on the accompanying tables. Information 

was transcribed from records of the English Place-Name Society 

in 1976-77 and geographical coverage of transcripts available 

for the county of Kent at that time is shown on Pig. 2.8. 

Entries are listed alphabetically according to nineteenth-

century parish boundaries. Minor place-names associated with 

brick- and tile-making and with the natural resources of clay 

and sand are identified by their Tithe Award number shown on the 

Tithe Maps. It will be noted that there are many more 'brick' 

names than there are examples associated with tile manufacture. 

Place-names including the element 'clay' are very common indeed; 

the list is therefore confined to those parishes which do not 

have evidence for brick- or tile-making.

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13.3 MEDIEVAL PILGRIM BADGES 

13.3.1 Introduction 

The distribution of medieval pilgrim signs represents 

archaeological evidence for the movement of individuals. A case 

study comparing the distribution of Tyler Hill *are with finds of 

pilgrim signs attributed to 5t. Thomas therefore highlights the 

contrast between regular local tirade in domestic utensils and 

the movement of individuals over long distances. This contrast 

also applies to the scattered distribution of goods purchased by 

itinerant households (see Section 8.3). 

The finds plotted on Pig. 8.13 are listed on the accomp-

anying table. The catalogue is by no means definitive and many 

of the recent - and as yet unpublished - finds are not Included. 

Geographical bias towards finds from London reflects the compos-

ition of antiquarlEin collections, but there can be little doubt 

that the majority of pilgrims would have passed through the 

capital on their way to and from Canterbury. 

The list of pilgrim signs is based on published information 

alone. Details are Included merely to indicate the data used to 

compile the map (Pig. 8.13). No attempt has been made to verify 

the identification of published examples in museum collections.
