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Engineering Doctorate 

The Engineering Doctorate (EngD) is a four year EPSRC (Engineering and Physical Sciences Research Council) doctoral research programme involving a significant taught component. It provides ambitious and able research engineers with technical, business and personal development competencies needed to become future senior research managers. 

The Engineering Doctorate combines the intellectual challenge of a PhD with taught courses from the Southampton MBA Programme and commercial experience gained through conducting research in collaboration with an industrial sponsor. The industrial sponsor for this Engineering Doctorate is Gurit UK an international composite technologies company, with a research centre on the Isle of Wight. A key element of the programme is the close link with the sponsoring company, where the research engineer spends at least half of the four years undertaking research into real industrial problems. The taught courses are taken whilst the research engineer is based at the University, normally during the first two years of the programme. These included advanced level engineering modules, modules taken from the MBA programme in the University’s School of Management, and bespoke generic skills courses.
